· Write these definitions!
1. Republicanism – a belief that government should be based on the consent of the people; people exercise their power by voting for political representatives

2. Limited Government - a framework for government that limits the power of government by stating what the government can and cannot do

3. Individual Rights – personal liberties and protections from too much government guaranteed to U.S. citizens by the Bill of Rights

4. Checks and Balances – the ability of each branch of government to exercise checks, or controls, over the other branches

5. Separation of Powers – the division of basic government roles into branches to prevent one branch from becoming too powerful

6. Federalism – a system of government in which power is shared among the central (or federal) government and the states (Texas would not be able to have a federal government but would become a part of one if they joined the United States.)

7. Popular Sovereignty – a government in which the people hold the power through participation, most importantly the voting process

Use the passage and your knowledge of social studies to answer the following question. Stephen F. Austin and the Road to the Texas Revolution have you ever heard of the independent nation of Fredonia? Did you know it was a part of what is now Texas? On December 16, 1826, a small group of men in Nacogdoches set up Fredonia. They were led by Benjamin Edwards. These men were able to organize a new government, but there were those who did not support the Fredonian Republic. Stephen F. Austin was one of   them. In January of the next year, about 60 Mexicans tried to capture Nacogdoches. The Fredonians joined with Native Americans and soundly defeated the 60 invaders. Soon Stephen F. Austin and other Mexican troops arrived but Edwards had left his new government and gone to Louisiana to   safety. This was the end of the Fredonian Republic. The episode, though, was one of the first efforts by any group in Texas to gain independence from Mexico. Over time, tensions grew between the government in Mexico and the Texans. Austin truly believed that differences and tensions could be resolved without drastic action. He called for a limited form of government and some reforms such as religious freedom. Despite his efforts, he was not successful in calming the growing tide toward war. Finally, Austin went to Mexico City in 1833 with a petition. The unsuccessful petition asked for a separate state government for Texas. Austin wrote a letter home recommend-ing that people go ahead with starting a Texas state on their own without waiting for permission from Mexico. Unluckily, the letter was found by the Mexican government. He was arrested and made a prisoner without a trial. His prison term lasted a year before he was allowed to return to Texas. In the end, Austin himself took command of a military troop in the Texas Revolution, even though he had tried so hard to avoid it.
